over our current 1993-vintage ladder truck. 

In addition to much extended ladder reach (105'), 
the ladder can be positioned at or below grade to, 
for example, retrieve someone from a difficult 
location, To repeat from prior years, LHVFC has 
the only ladder truck in the area. 

Favorable term financing for the purchase has 
already been closed, eliminating risk from the 
current economic turmoil. 

LHVFC's 2008 call volume was 224 responses. 
Lake Harmony continues to grow rapidly, and 
has not felt much of the real estate decline experi­
enced in other areas. We are continuing to pre­
pare for increased call volumes in coming years. 

As you will see from the personnel list on the 
President's Letter, we have had good success 
with our goal of recruiting new firefighters.

Grant Monies 
LHVFC continues to file for state and federal grants 
every year, with only marginal success. In 2008 we 
received a state equipment grant for $19,309 in re­
sponse to 2007-2008 requests totaling $30,000. 

New 1-80 Entrance 
The Federal Highway Administration approved 
the emergency-only 1-80 access road on Mosey­
wood Road in 2007, subject to PENNDOT con­
structing an emergency vehicle turnaround just 
west of the entrance. 

We have requested PENNDOT to complete the 
remaining 50' of access road now, and then 
build the turnaround when they get to it. 

In response to efforts by Paul Kanjorski, Keith 
McCall and others, PENNDOT has recently 
promised completion by spring or early sum­
mer. The delays have been frustrating-lives can 
be saved by this emergency access road.
